                            Six NSC shooters attend ATA Great Lakes Grand  

 
NSC was well represented at this yearôs ATA Great Lakes 

Grand tournament, with six NSC members attending. 
 
The Great Lakes Grand is held at the Michigan 

Trapshooting Association home grounds in Mason, 

Michigan.  The facility is about 20 miles south of Lansing, 

and has 40 trap fields for use in the competition.  The 

event runs for five days the week of Memorial Day, 

consisting of 13 events and 1,400 targets. 
 
Mike Moore, Rich Kelly, and Scott Calhoun shot the 

entire program.  Denny Mills shot the first four days, with 

Jud Mann and Josh Wexelbaum shooting starting on the 

second day of the tournament.  We were joined in 

Michigan by our friend Barry Turner from Nova Scotia 

who shot the entire program with the group from 

Naperville, as did another friend from Michigan, Mike 

Stanton. 
 
Late May in Michigan is notorious for unpredictable 

weather, so packing for this shoot requires clothes for all 

four seasons.  Conditions were cool and windy the first 

three days, with morning temps in the high 40ôs and low 

50ôs and highs only reaching the low 60ôs by late 

afternoon.  Scores for the entire field reflected the tough 

conditions the first three days.  Saturday and Sunday were 

much warmer with lighter winds, making for better 

shooting conditions and higher scores.  We were also 

fortunate to avoid any rain for the entire event. 

 

Trophies 

Mike Moore scored the only trophy for the NSC shooters, 

while Scott Calhoun, Denny Mills and Judd Mann were in 

the running in a couple of events. 
 
Scottôs 98 in singles on the opening day was tied for high 

in AA Class, but Scott missed the trophy as a result of the 

tie-breaker based on the following dayôs singles event.  

Denny Mills also posted a 98 in singles the first day, 

which was tied for high in B Class, but Denny also missed 

out due to the tie-breaker. 
 
Mike Moore brought home the only GLG trophy for NSC 

shooters after firing a 97 from the 26.5-yard line on 

Saturday to claim the Sub Veteran trophy, as well as earn 

a 1-yard increase to get back to the 27-yard line. 

 

Judd Mann missed a trophy by one target in the Double
